Air purifiers or sanitation holes 
are located at the top side of 
the wall openings all around the 
bathroom. Plants were also 
placed there to promote a 
healthy and green atmosphere 
that enables proper airflow.



Motion tracking sensor to 
control the lighting in the interior 
of the bathroom. Strategically 
placed in the entrance of the 
bathroom with self induced 
mechanics guided by the flow of 
the curve.



Colors: Modern blend of 
contrasting white and black with 
a touch of copper in some 
finishes.

Materials: White marble was 
used to give a luxurious 
atmosphere. Black marble was 
used to contrast the walls with 
lowkey detailing.
